English Mini-Lesson: Point of View
Point of view refers to how a story is told. First person point of view is where a character in the story is telling it to you. 

Second person point of view is where YOU are in the story; the best example of this is the “choose your own adventure” books (i.e. turn to page 26 if you want to help the stranded car, turn to page 16 if you want to keep driving). Third person point of view is where the writer can tell you anything and be inside anyone’s head at any time, but they are not a character in the story
